Step 3. Presentation (Sminutes)
1. Listen to the tape and students need to answer “What is it about?”

T: Good job! Now, let’s listen to the tape carefully and after that, please tell me

what it is about. Now, are you ready? Here we go.

Step 6. Consolidation (5 minutes)

Ask the whole class to do the actions while pointing to the traffic lights of

different colors.

T: Now, let’s do the actions when I point to different traffic lights.

Give a brief summary of what has been learned this class by asking students
questions about the traffic rules and tell students to protect themselves when crossing

the road.

T: Now, let’s go over what we have learned just now. We learn how to cross the

road, right? Please me how? Any volunteers?

Step 8: Homework (4 minutes)
