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Objectives:
Upon the completion of this course, students are supposed to be able to:
1. identify the definitions of the core reading techniques introduced in each unit
that are essential for processing text efficiently.
2. be familiar with the skills and strategies that will enable them to read published
reading material on business issues as efficiently as possible.
3. apply the said techniques, skills and strategies well to the reading practise so
that the information in reading material is more accessible and the reading process
is more fluent.
4. understand the commonly used words, expressions and sentence structures
applied in business field.
5. obtain linguistic sense and enhance English reading ability.
Requirements:
During the study of this course, students are required to
1. preview the unit topics and the professional terms by question-discussing and
BAEEE B R B3R | word-matching exercises before classes.
2. read all texts in each unit and get the main idea of a specific reading material
by practising the core reading techniques in classes.
3. finish all tasks associated with each of the reading materials by solo or group
work in classes.
4. check the comprehension of the unit topic by doing comprehensive exercises or
summary-writing after classes.
5. check the comprehension of the vocabulary listed in Key Words after classes.
Teaching Notes:
1. Make sure that students do not read in greater detail than is necessary for the
tasks.
2. Classroom teaching can be one-way teaching and explaining, interactive
activities and grouping activities.
3. Assignment can be reading, writing or discussing designed as solo or group
work.
4. Assessment can be book-closed / book-open tests or term paper.
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
